The purpose of this measure is to urge the Department of
Facility Maintenance of the City and County of Honolulu to conduct
an assessment and prepare and execute a plan to maintain Manoa
Stream.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from seven individuals.

Your Committee finds that the periodic maintenance activities
necessary to adequately address flood mitigation at Manoa Stream
have not been regqularly performed despite the history of flood
events involving the stream, with the most recent extensive flood
event in October 2004 causing over $80,000,000 in damage to
thirty-two buildings on the University of Hawaii at Manoa campus.
Your Committee further finds that an assessment of maintenance of
Manoa Stream is needed before an appropriate plan to maintain the
stream to prevent future flooding can be prepared and implemented.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Water & Land that is attached to this report, your
Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.R. No. 82 and
recommends its adoption.
