Sirs:

Your Committee on Conference on the disagreeing vote of the
Senate to the amendments proposed by the House of Representatives in
S.B. No. 1340, S.D. 2, H.D. 2, entitled:

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE PRACTICE OF BEHAVIOR
ANALYSIS, "

having met, and after full and free discussion, has agreed to
recommend and does recommend to the respective Houses the final
passage of this bill in an amended form.

The purpose of this measure is to:
(1) Beginning August 1, 2024:

(A) Reinstate and make permanent the exemption from the
behavior analyst licensing requirements for certain
teachers working in collaboration with a licensed
behavior analyst or licensed psychologist;

(B) Expand the exemption for registered behavior
technicians to implement applied behavior analysis
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services under the direction of a licensed
psychologist; and

(C) Reinstate and make permanent the exemption from the
behavior analyst licensing requirements for
individuals who implement applied behavior analysis
services to participants in the Medicaid Home and
Community-Based Services Waiver Program; and

(2) Require the Department of Education to report to the
Legislature on the status of implementing Medicaid
reimbursements for applied behavior analysis services.

Your Committee on Conference finds that the Department of
Education is experiencing a shortage of licensed behavior analysts
to provide adequate support to students in the public school system.
This measure increases student access to applied behavior analysis
services by expanding the types of individuals who may implement
applied behavior analysis services in the State without obtaining a
behavior analyst license under certain conditions.

Your Committee on Conference has amended this measure by:

(1) Deleting language that would have made the amendments to
existing law that governs exemptions from the behavior
analyst licensing requirements effective August 1, 2024;

(2) Amending section 1 to reflect its amended purpose;
(3) Making it effective upon its approval; and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposes of clarity and consistency.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the managers of your
Committee on Conference that is attached to this report, your
Committee on Conference is in accord with the intent and purpose of
S.B. No. 1340, S.D. 2, H.D. 2, as amended herein, and recommends
that it pass Final Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B.
