Your Committee received testimony in opposition to this measure 
from the Office of the Public Defender. Your Committee received 
comments on this measure from the Department of the Attorney 
Generalu 

Your Committee finds that many people rely on accessible 
public transit to participate in‘education, employment, health 
care, housing, and community life. Damage to accessible public 
transit vehicles may force transit agencies to take a vehicle out 
of service. 'This measure will maintain public transit services 
for everyone by protecting public transit vehicles from 
intentional damage. 
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your 
Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your 
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. 
No. 214, s.D. l, and recommends that it pass Third Reading.
