having met, and after full and free discussion, has agreed to
recommend and does recommend to the respective Houses the final
passage of this bill in an amended form.

The purpose of this measure is to:

(1) Authorize a condominium association to provide a summary
of the required information in its budget;

(2) Authorize a condominium association's reserve study to
forecast a loan or special assessment to fund life safety
equipment or installations for any building located in a
county with a population greater than five hundred
thousand;

(3) Authorize a condominium association to use a third party
to conduct a reserves study on behalf of the condominium;
and

(4) Clarify the information to be included in the description
of how the estimated replacement reserves assessments are
computed.

Your Committee on Conference finds that certain condominiums
are required to make fire safety upgrades. These upgrades can cost
a condominium association millions of dollars, resulting in the
condominium association drastically increasing its maintenance fees.
This measure requires a condominium association to update its annual
operating budget and reserve study to ensure that it provides
complete and accurate information on required expendltures to allow
association members to plan accordingly.

Your Committee on Conference has amended this measure by:
(1) Changing the effective date to upon its approval; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposes of clarity and consistency.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the managers of your
Committee on Conference that is attached to this report, your
Committee on Conference is in accord with the intent and purpose of
S.B. No. 855, S.D. 1, H.D. 2, as amended herein, and recommends that
it pass Final Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 855,
s.D. 1, H.D. 2, C.D. 1.
