RELATING TO CESSPOOLS. 
Part I: Establishes and appropriates funds for a county cesspool 
pilot program in DOH to work with each county to identify a 
priority area to expand the county sewage system or other 
centralized treatment system to connect individual properties in 
the priority area and reduce or eliminate cesspools in the 
identified area.  Part II:  Creates a cesspool conversion section 
in DOH to facilitate the conversion of cesspools within the State.  
Establishes and appropriates funds for positions.  Part III:  
Establishes an income tax credit for the cost of upgrading or 
converting a qualified cesspool to a director of health-approved 
wastewater system or connecting to a sewerage system.  
Requires certain information regarding cesspools on real 
property to be included in seller mandatory disclosures for real 
property transactions.  Effective 6/30/3000.  (HD2)
