RELATING TO PROFESSIONAL AND VOCATIONAL 
LICENSING. 
Reduces the period for which an application shall be considered 
abandoned from two years to one year.  Specifies the conditions 
under which applications for licenses and examinations will be 
deemed abandoned.  Provides that the one-year period after 
which an application is considered abandoned cannot be 
extended.  Provides that a licensing authority shall not be 
required to act on any abandoned application and that the 
licensing authority may destroy abandoned applications.  
Clarifies that an application submitted after an abandoned 
application shall be treated as a new application and that the 
applicant shall comply with any new licensing requirements in 
effect at the time of the new application.

Amends the Professional and Vocational Licensing Act to 
reduce the time frame for which an application is considered 
abandoned from two years to one year and to specify how this 
one-year period applies to the process for applications for 
examination.
