Repeals the sunset date of section 2 of Act 119, Session Laws
SSCR401 of Hawaii 2021, making permanent the requirement that the
Status & Hawaii Medical Board issue licenses in four levels of emergency
Testimony response practice in counties with a population of five hundred

thousand or greater and the creation of an additional licensure
category for emergency medical technicians 1 who are certified
at a higher practice level than emergency medical technicians
but do not provide ambulance services.

Requires vessels that transport customers for the purpose of
engaging in an activity in state waters to have a backboard,
emergency oxygen, and an automated external defibrillator
included in its onboard safety equipment.
