HB 395 RELATING TO THE HAWAII TECHNOLOGY DEVELOPMENT ECD, FIN
Status CORPORATION.

Appropriates funds for the small business innovation research program

under the Hawaii technology development corporation.

HB 396 RELATING TO THE HAWAII TECHNOLOGY DEVELOPMENT ECD, FIN
Status CORPORATION.

Appropriates funds for the manufacturing assistance program under the

Hawaii technology development corporation.

HB 397 RELATING TO THE HAWAII TECHNOLOGY DEVELOPMENT ECD, FIN
Status CORPORATION.

Appropriates funds to the Hawaii technology development corporation

for the Hawaii small business capital program.

HB 561 RELATING TO TAX CREDITS. ECD, FIN
Status Requires that income tax credits established or renewed after

12/31/2023 include a five-year sunset or an annual one-third reduction

beginning with the sixth year of the credit.
