Appropriates funds for the preschool open doors program and 

executive office on early learning to expand access to preschool and to 

implement program changes required by previous acts.  Expands the 

types of entities from which a preschool open doors service provider 

may obtain accreditation.  Expands the preschool open doors program 

application process to eligible three-year-old children.  Authorizes the 

preschool open doors special fund to accept federal funds.  Effective 

6/30/3000.  (HD1)

Status 

RELATING TO EDUCATION. 

Beginning with the 2024-2025 school year, requires the Department of 

Education to include the teaching of financial literacy in the personal

Provides a process for school placement for a child whose parent has 

transferred or is pending transfer from another state to a military 

installation in Hawaii while on active military duty pursuant to an 

official military order.

DECISION MAKING TO FOLLOW 

 

Persons wishing to offer comments should submit testimony at least 24 hours prior to the hearing.  Testimony received after 

this time will be stamped late and left to the discretion of the chair to consider.  While every effort will be made to 

incorporate all testimony received, materials received on the day of the hearing or improperly identified or directed, may not 

be processed.

The chair may institute a per-testifier time limit. 

 

Committees meeting in the morning must adjourn prior to the day's Floor Session.  Therefore, due to time constraints, not all 

testifiers may be provided an opportunity to offer verbal comments.  However, written submissions will be considered by the 

committee. 

 

Please refrain from profanity or uncivil behavior.  Violations may result in ejection from the hearing without the ability to 

rejoin. 

 

For remote testifiers, the House will not be responsible for bad connections on the testifier's end.
