Requires the Public Utilities Commission to establish reliability 
standards and interconnection requirements for certain 
renewable energy projects; provided that any costs for changes 
in reliability standards or interconnection requirements shall not 
be the responsibility of the interconnection customer after the 
interconnection customer's power purchase agreement has 
been approved by the Public Utilities Commission.  Requires the 
Public Utilities Commission to establish: (1) the distinction 
between interconnection facilities and utility network upgrades; 
(2) that the cost of interconnection facilities shall be the 
responsibility of the interconnection customer; and (3) that the 
cost of utility network upgrades shall be the sole responsibility of 
the transmission provider.  Establishes a timeline and 
requirements for interconnection procedures to be established 
by the Public Utilities Commission for certain utility-scale 
renewable energy projects.  Requires implementation of the 
Hawaii Electricity Reliability Administrator Law.  Requires the 
Public Utilities Commission to submit a report and assessment 
of the Hawaii Electric Reliability Administrator to the Legislature.
