enabling a library to violate rules regarding confidentially of a patron's 

library records.

Committees meeting in the morning must adjourn prior to the day's Floor Session.  Therefore, due to time constraints, not all 

testifiers may be provided an opportunity to offer verbal comments.  However, written submissions will be considered by the 

committee. 

 

Violations may result in ejection from the hearing without the ability to 

rejoin.
