HB 1396, HD2 RELATING TO CESSPOOLS. EEP/WAL, HLT,
(HSCR705) Part I: Establishes and appropriates funds for a county cesspool pilot FIN
Status program in DOH to work with each county to identify a priority area to

expand the county sewage system or other centralized treatment
system to connect individual properties in the priority area and reduce
or eliminate cesspools in the identified area. Part Il: Creates a
cesspool conversion section in DOH to facilitate the conversion of
cesspools within the State. Establishes and appropriates funds for
positions. Part I1l: Establishes an income tax credit for the cost of
upgrading or converting a qualified cesspool to a director of health-
approved wastewater system or connecting to a sewerage system.
