charges as necessary without regard to chapter 91, Hawaii Revised 

Statutes.  Effective 6/30/3000.  Sunsets 6/30/2028.  (HD1)

RELATING TO STUDENT TRANSPORTATION. 

Requires the Department of Education to collect certain data on county 

bus pass usage for public high school and charter school students.

school students with bus passes.  Effective 6/30/3000.  (HD1)

Requires each Department of Education school and public charter

time equivalent (5.0 FTE) positions at the college of tropical 

agriculture and human resources.  Effective 6/30/3000.  (HD1)

Requires the University of Hawaii to grant resident tuition fees for 

enrollment at any University of Hawaii campus to individuals who 

have graduated from a Hawaii high school and are enrolling in an 

undergraduate degree program, under certain conditions.  Effective 

6/30/3000.  (HD1)

RELATING TO MENTAL HEALTH AT THE UNIVERSITY OF 

HAWAII. 

Appropriates funds to the University of Hawaii at Manoa to establish

the Division of Student Success' Counseling and Student Development 

Center.  Effective 6/30/3000.  (HD1)

(HSCR1456) 

Status 

RELATING TO BROADBAND. 

Transfers the Hawaii broadband and digital equity office from the 

department of business, economic development, and tourism to the 

office of the lieutenant governor on a temporary, four-year basis.  

Appropriates general funds to provide required matching funds for the 

Broadband Equity, Access, and Deployment Program.  Appropriates 

funds received by the State from the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs 

Act for the Broadband Equity, Access, and Deployment Program.  

Requires the office of the lieutenant governor to convene and lead the 

working group established pursuant to Act 231, Session Laws of 

Hawaii 2022.  Effective 6/30/3000.  (HD1)

DECISION MAKING TO FOLLOW 

 

Persons wishing to offer comments should submit testimony at least 24 hours prior to the hearing.  Testimony received after 

this time will be stamped late and left to the discretion of the chair to consider.  While every effort will be made to 

incorporate all testimony received, materials received on the day of the hearing or improperly identified or directed, may not 

be processed. 

 

Testimony submitted will be placed on the legislative website.  This public posting of testimony on the website should be 

considered when including personal information in your testimony. 

 

The chair may institute a per-testifier time limit. 

 

Committees meeting in the morning must adjourn prior to the day's Floor Session.  Therefore, due to time constraints, not all 

testifiers may be provided an opportunity to offer verbal comments.  However, written submissions will be considered by the 

committee. 

 

Please refrain from profanity or uncivil behavior.  Violations may result in ejection from the hearing without the ability to 

rejoin. 

 

For remote testifiers, the House will not be responsible for bad connections on the testifier's end.
