proceedings.  Requires that alterations to administrative rules be 
displayed in Ramseyer format and the full text of rules be made 
available in a digitally accessible and searchable format.

Requires that bids 
for construction be opened no sooner than twenty-four hours 
after the deadline for the submission of bids.  Defines 
"immaterial or technical information".  Repeals 6/30/2026.
