Establishes a substance use disorder services 
clinic working group to collaborate and consult on issues relating 
to addiction recovery and public safety.

Appropriates funds from the 
nursing facility sustainability program special fund.  Effective

interrogation.  Effective 6/30/3000.  (HD2)
