Status & Autho_r_izes th_e iss_uance of general obligation bonds _for the
Testimony Hawaii Housing Finance and Development Corporation and
AESHONY Hawaii Public Housing Authority's programs to develop
affordable rental and for sale housing in the State. Appropriates
funds.
