HB 673 RELATING TO HOUSING. HSG/WAL, JHA
Status Authorizes the counties to reclassify lands fifteen to one hundred acres

in certain rural, urban, and agricultural districts in which at least fifty

per cent of the housing units on the land sought to be reclassified are

set aside for persons and families with incomes at or below one

hundred forty per cent of the area median income.
