HB 84 RELATING TO COUNTIES. HSG, WAL, JHA
Status Makes explicit the counties' authority to enact ordinances to amortize

or phase out permitted, nonconforming, or otherwise allowed short-
term rentals in any zoning classification. Includes swapping, bartering,
or exchange of a residential dwelling, or portion thereof, in definition
of "short-term rental” for this purpose.

HB 329 RELATING TO ENERGY. HSG, CPC, FIN
Status Requires solar conduit and electrical panel readiness for new

residential construction and electric vehicle readiness when an

electrical panel and parking area are installed. Effective 1/1/2024.

HB 670 RELATING TO THE LAND USE COMMISSION. HSG, WAL, FIN
Status Specifies that a simple majority of affirmative votes by members of the

land use commission is required for any boundary amendment.

Reduces the number of days by when the land use commission must

act for certain actions related to amendments to district boundaries.

HB 497 RELATING TO HOUSING. HSG, EDN, FIN
Status Requires the school facilities authority to conduct a feasibility study

for the development of teacher and workforce housing at the Queen

Liliuokalani elementary school property. Requires a report to the

legislature prior to the 2024 regular session. Appropriates funds for

the feasibility study.

HB 567 RELATING TO THE DEPARTMENT OF HAWAIIAN HOME HSG, JHA, FIN
Status LANDS.

Exempts housing development for the Department of Hawaiian Home

Lands from general excise tax and school impact fee requirements.

Extends the issuance of county affordable housing credits to the

Department of Hawaiian Home Lands.

HB 280 RELATING TO PROPERTY. HSG, JHA, FIN
Status Prohibits nonresident aliens and businesses and trusts that are

significantly controlled by nonresident aliens from acquiring certain

residential property in the State, except as otherwise provided by law.

DECISION MAKING TO FOLLOW

Persons wishing to offer comments should submit testimony at least 24 hours prior to the hearing. Testimony received after
this time will be stamped late and left to the discretion of the chair to consider. While every effort will be made to
incorporate all testimony received, materials received on the day of the hearing or improperly identified or directed, may not
be processed.

Testimony submitted will be placed on the legislative website. This public posting of testimony on the website should be
considered when including personal information in your testimony.

The chair may institute a per-testifier time limit.
Committees meeting in the morning must adjourn prior to the day's Floor Session. Therefore, due to time constraints, not all
testifiers may be provided an opportunity to offer verbal comments. However, written submissions will be considered by the

committee.

Please refrain from profanity or uncivil behavior. Violations may result in ejection from the hearing without the ability to
rejoin.

For remote testifiers, the House will not be responsible for bad connections on the testifier's end.
