Specifies that multiple attempts to initiate a felony
prosecution for the same offense, either through the same initial
charging method or an alternative method, or in different forums,
shall not be permitted, except in certain circumstances.

Testimon appeared. on the presidential general election baI.Iot and who are
A leny of the political party or group they represent and invalidates an
elector's vote for failure to vote accordingly. Requires an
alternate to vote in place of the original elector if the original
elector's vote is invalidated.

necessary to adhere to the committee hearing schedule. We may not be able to accommodate everyone
who requests to testify orally.

o Testifiers for this hearing will be limited to 2 minutes each.
