Changes the required time 
frames from 30 to 90 days for the process to appoint and 
consent to a justice or judge.  Harmonizes the Senate consent 
procedures for district court judgeship nominees to mirror the 
Senate consent procedures relating to supreme court justices 
and intermediate court of appeals and circuit court judges.
