HB 980 RELATING TO FORFEITURE PURSUANT TO SECTION 804- JDC

(HSCR797) 51, HAWAII REVISED STATUTES.
Status & Allows notice of a bond or recognizance forfeiture to be sent to
Testimony either the surety (bond company) or surety insurer (insurance

company), by certified mail, to start the thirty-day forfeiture
countdown for the surety or surety insurer to locate and
surrender a principal (criminal defendant) or file a motion or
application to set aside the bond or recognizance forfeiture.
Provides the State with an avenue to appeal when the court
grants a motion or application to set aside a bail bond forfeiture.
