LGO, FIN
Status Provides appropriations for collective bargaining cost items for the

members of Unit (13) and their excluded counterparts, including the

cost of salary adjustments negotiated between the State and the

bargaining unit representative for fiscal biennium 2023-2025.

HB 1012 RELATING TO PUBLIC EMPLOYMENT COST ITEMS. LGO, FIN
Status Provides appropriations for collective bargaining cost items for the

members of Unit (14) and their excluded counterparts, including the

cost of salary adjustments negotiated between the State and the

bargaining unit representative for fiscal biennium 2023-2025.

HB 1013 RELATING TO THE REPEAL OF ACT 192, SESSION LAWS OF LGO, FIN
Status HAWAII 2007.

Repeals Act 192, Session Laws of Hawaii 2007, which requires the

Employees' Retirement System to divest itself of investments in

companies that provide support for genocide in Darfur, Sudan, and

provide annual reports to the legislature on the status of divestment.

HB 1014 RELATING TO EMPLOYEES' RETIREMENT SYSTEM LGO, FIN
Status DISABILITY RETIREMENT.

Clarifies the Employees' Retirement System's eligibility requirement

definitions for service-connected disability and accidental death

benefits.
HB 1138 RELATING TO EMPLOYEES OF HAWAII HEALTH SYSTEMS LGO, FIN
Status CORPORATION.

Requires the Legislature to appropriate moneys to fund pay raises for
public employees of the Hawaii Health Systems Corporation; provided
that the pay raises are agreed to through a collective bargaining or
arbitration process.

HB 1370 RELATING TO THE STATE ARCHIVES. LGO, FIN
Status Establishes additional funding sources for, and authorizes additional

expenditures of moneys in, the state archives preservation and long-

term access special fund. Appropriates moneys.

HB 854 RELATING TO DISLOCATED WORKERS. LGO, FIN
Status Establishes provisions regarding the retention of employees by a

successor employer when the divestiture of a covered establishment

occurs. Appropriates funds.
