| strongly oppose SB1541 for the following reasons:

1.

Hawaii already has an existing law that prevents voting more than once during an
election. HRS 19-3(5)

§19-3 Election frauds. The following persons shall be deemed guilty of an election
fraud: (5) Every person who, at any election, votes or attempts to vote in the name of
any other person, living or dead, or in some fictitious name, or who, having once voted,
votes or attempts to vote again, or knowingly gives or attempts to give more than one
ballot for the same office at one time of voting.

SB1541 is unenforceable. Reference the added text (p.4, line 9 through p.5, line 2).

“a person is properly registered to vote if the person's residence in the state in which
they are currently voting was acquired with the intent to make that state their legal
residence with all the accompanying obligations therein, and if, at the time of voting, that
person is registered to vote with the office of elections of the state in which they are
voting.”

e Who will be adjudicating “intent”?
o How will this verification be tracked and cross-checked with 49 other states; and
done in a timely manner?

Cleaning the current voter rolls statewide should be the priority.

The Center for Election Integrity’s goal is to ensure each American citizen’s legal vote
has the same value as any other American citizen’s legal vote. No more, no less. In
order to achieve this, the process must start with clean, current, and accurate voter rolls.

According to the Voting Integrity Institute, Nearly a quarter century after the enactment of
the National Voter Registration Act of 1993 (NVRA), a key element of the law —- to
protect the integrity of the electoral processes and ensure accurate and current voter
registration rolls — has not been enforced.

The League of Women Voters of Hawaii supports SB 1541.

This bill is an important clarification to Hawaii's existing law with regard to voting more
than once during an election. Because our current law does not expressly address the
possibility that a person could cast a single vote in Hawaii and an additional vote in
another state or territory of the United States, the additional language added te Section
5 makes it clear under what circumstances that situation could occur.

In this day and age when our voting rights are under scrutiny from every viewpoint, it is
necessary to make these kinds of clarifications so that we cover

all possible situations when it comes to voting in our elections. Voting is a basic civil
right in a democracy and we need to make our laws easy, fair and understandable to
our voting public.

Aloha Chair Tarnas and Committee Members,

Thank you for this opportunity to provide testimony.

| oppose SB1541.

How will SB1541 be enforced?

Will Hawaii need to develop a homegrown system that interacts with the voter
registration data of the other 49 states and Washington DC, or join the Electronic

Registration Information Center (ERIC)?

How would either of these systems cross check voting data in real time across all
states?

How will Hawai'i’s residents be assured that their personal data remains private when it
is shared across state lines?

ERIC, of which Hawai'i is NOT a member, is an organization that claims to assist states
with the accuracy of the voter rolls. In fact, it has been found to do the opposite.
Several states; Florida, Alabama, Missouri, West Virginia, and Louisiana, have recently
pulled out of ERIC after identifying several issues with the organization’s voter
registration and data management processes.

Here is a summary of the concerns from John Ashcroft, the Missouri Secretary of State,
taken from a letter addressed to the Executive Director of ERIC:

e ERIC refuses to require member states to participate in addressing multi-
state voter fraud

e ERIC focuses on adding names to voter rolls by requiring a solicitation to
individuals who already had an opportunity to register to vote and made
the conscious decision to not be registered

e ERIC allows for a hyper-partisan individual to be an ex-officio non-voting
member on its governance board

e ERIC unnecessarily restricts how Missouri utilizes data reports



o ERIC's benefits to Missouri are limited as only three of the eight states that
boarder Missouri are members

Additionally, 2023 research done by Judicial Watch determined that “the large amount
of sensitive data provided to ERIC by member states and the organization’s role in
maintaining voter rolls may violate a number of federal statutes. Among them are the
Help America Vote Act, National Voter Registration Act and Driver’s Privacy Protection
Act.”

ERIC is the largest organization of its kind and still only covers 27 states.
How would Hawaii monitor the registrations of voters in the remaining states that are not
partnered with ERIC?

Hawaii’'s voter rolls have roughly 100,000 “deadweight” registrations, this was admitted
by Chief Elections Officer Scott Nago and Honolulu City Clerk Glen Takahashi on news
articles and television interviews.

If the voter rolls were better maintained this would go a long way in preventing people

from voting in both Hawaii and another state. This is where future legislation should
focus.

SB1541 may seem to be well intended, but unless there is a clear plan on how it would
be enforced, and how Hawai'i citizens’ private data would be kept secure, | encourage
you to vote NO on this bill.
