Chair Rhoads, Vice Chair Gabbard, and Members of the Senate Committee on Judiciary,
the Office of Planning and Sustainable Development (OPSD) supports SB 422, SD 1.

The Environmental Advisory Council (EAC), found an error in Act 152, Session Laws of
Hawaii, Regular Session of 2021 (Act 152). Act 152 administratively transferred the
EAC from the Department of Health to the OPSD. In doing so, sections 341-3 through 341-5,
Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS), were repealed. However, section 341-6, HRS which sets out the
functions of the EAC, still references a section that was repealed by Act 152. The bill corrects
this error.
