1 SECTION 1. Section 558-7, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is

6 provision shall be controlling for all purposes where the 

7 determination [shall become] becomes an issue under the laws or 

8 in the courts of this State. If no personal property 

9 designation appears in the recorded instrument, the interest of 

10 the beneficiaries shall be real property." 

11 SECTION 2. This Act does not affect rights and duties that
