RELATING TO EDUCATION.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:
1 SECTION 1. Section 302A-803, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
2 amended by amending subsection (a) to read as follows:

(21) Issuing and renewing an optional certificate for those
who teach or intend to teach at private schools."

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed

and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2024.
