A BILL FORAN ACT
RELATING TO STATE PROGRAMS.
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BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. Act 66, Session Laws of Hawaii 2023, is amended 

by amending part II to read as follows:

[The department of businooo,—economio 

development,—and-tourism shall work with--the Und-versity of 

Hawa-ii on workforee deve-lopment -aetivities that support the 

development of the-Hawaii Pacifie hydrogen hub and other related 

aspeets of the State's hydrogen energy industry.] Repealed.

SECTION 4. [There -ars-appropriated out of the general 

revenues of the State of Hawaii the sum of $5,500,000 or so mueh 

thereof as necessary for-fioeal-year 202-3—2024 -and-the sum of 

$10,000,000or so muchthereofas may bonooossary for-fisoal 

yean—2-034—2-0-2-5—to--dovclop—the Hawaii Pacific hydrogen hub.

The -sumo appropriated shall be expended by the department 

of business,—economic development,—and tourism -for the-purposes 

of this part.] Repealed."

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed 

and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.
