Upon review of the testimony, your Committee finds that
Mr. Chow's background, knowledge, and proven leadership on the
Motor Vehicle Repair Industry Board qualify him for appointment to
the Board as a public member. Your Committee notes that Mr. Chow
has been a licensed attorney in Hawaii since 1981 and is currently
a Partner with the firm of Fukunaga Matayoshi Ching & Kon-Herrera
LLP. Your Committee further notes that Mr. Chow has experience as
a member of a number of State boards, including the Motor Vehicle
Industry Licensing Board where he currently serves as Vice
Chairperson, the term of which is scheduled to expire June 30,
2024.
