Your Committee finds that recent loss of authorized staffing
positions within the Employee Staffing Division of the Department
of Human Resources Development has led to large delays in filling
vacant State positions. The Department has also seen a
significant increase in applications received for positions
throughout the State. This measure will reduce the delay in
filling state positions by increasing the number of staff to
process applications.
