The purpose of this measure 1s to expand the definition of
"historic property" to mean certain structures or sites that are
over one hundred years old or that are over fifty years old and
meet certain criteria.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Land and Natural Resources, Hawai‘i
Association of REALTORS, NAIOP Hawaii, Maui Chamber of Commerce,
and two individuals. Your Committee received testimony in
opposition to this measure from the Historic Hawai‘i Foundation and
two individuals.

Your Committee finds that the current definition of "historic
property"”, which is based solely on the age of the property, 1is
flawed. This measure amends the definition of "historic property"
to reflect that historical value is based on age as well as other
considerations.
