Your Committee on Finance, to which was referred H.B. No.
2771, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO FOOD SECURITY,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to appropriate funds for the
continued administration of the Hawaii Healthy Food Incentive
Program, commonly known as the DA BUX Double Up Food Bucks
Program, and provide matching funds to beneficiaries who
participate in the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program.
