All—Stars Hawaii, RAI Hawaii LLC, Hawaii Afterschool Alliance, 
YMCA of Honolulu, Island of Hawaii YMCA, Parents and Children 
Together, and six individuals. 

Your Committee received written comments on this measure from 
Hawaii Children's Action Network Speaks! and one individual. 
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Your Committee finds that this measure's provision of funding 
for the REACH program, which provides critical, 
developmentally—aligned educational opportunities to public and 
charter school middle school and intermediate school students at 
no cost to their families, is an investment that represents the 
State's commitment to the well—being of its students, families, 
and communities.
