(4) Requires the Department of Education to report the
creation of temporary positions to the Legislature.

Your Committee further finds that those
schools and programs should be allowed to carry over a portion of
their allocated funds to the following fiscal year.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Deleting the proviso that temporary positions created by
the Department of Education must provide instructional
services directly to students;

(2) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2050, to
facilitate further discussion on the measure; and

(3) Making technical nonsubstantive amendments for purposes
of clarity, consistency, and style.

Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B.
