The purpose and intent of this measure is to appropriate
moneys to the Department of Business, Economic Development, and
Tourism for the Commission on the Thirteenth Festival of Pacific
Arts and Culture to plan for the Festival of Pacific Arts and
Culture to be held in Honolulu from June 6 to June 16, 2024.

Your Committee received written comments in support of this
measure from the Department of Business, Economic Development, and
Tourism; Hawaii Tourism Authority; Commission on the 13th Festival
of Pacific Arts & Culture; and one individual.

Your Committee finds that the Festival of Pacific Arts and
Culture provides a venue for celebrating indigenous cultures and
traditions from throughout the Pacific region. Your Committee
further finds that the festival is expected to generate up to
$27,000,000 in direct sales and $3,200,000 in state tax revenues.
