Prior to the hearing on this measure, your Committee made
available for public review a proposed S.D. 1, which deletes the
measure's contents and inserts language that:

(1) Allows the Department of Agriculture to declare a
biosecurity emergency in certain circumstances and with
the approval of the Governor;

(2) Outlines the terms of a declared biosecurity emergency;

(3) Requires the Department to implement certain
requirements for agricultural commodity importers;

(4) Allows the Department to fine agricultural commodity
importers who fail to comply with the requirements;

(5) Allows the Department to subpoena necessary
documentation from agricultural commodity importers
