HB 2725 RELATING TO CORRECTIONAL FACILITIES AUTHORITY. CMV, JHA FIN
Status Establishes the Correction Facilities Authority to be responsible for all

public corrections development, planning, and construction related to

capital improvement projects. Requires the Department of Land and

Natural Resources to transfer state lands in Kailua-Kona to the

Correction Facilities Authority for public corrections development.

Requires the Correction Facilities Authority to apply for a loan or grant

from the United States Department of Agriculture's Community

Facilities Direct Loan and Grant Program.

DECISION MAKING TO FOLLOW

committee.
