Declares that the general fund expenditure ceiling is
exceeded. Makes an appropriation.

SB 3258 RELATING TO DAM AND RESERVOIR SAFETY. WTL/CPN, WAM

Status & Requires the Depart_ment of Lgn_d and Natural Resou_rces

Testimony (DLNR) to: (1) consider certain insurance coverage in

A leny conducting safety inspections relating to dam and reservoir
safety; (2) to relax any restrictions and stringent standards on a
dam or appurtenance upon verification of certain insurance
coverage; and (3) assume that a dam, reservoir, or
appurtenance is safe absent certain documents. Places the
burden of proof on DLNR to find that a dam, reservoir, or
appurtenance is high risk. Establishes additional requirements
for DLNR and Board of Land and Natural Resources regarding
the Dam and Appurtenance Improvement or Removal Grant
Program.

Decision Making to follow, if time permits.
