Requires electric utilities to design and operate in compliance 
with a risk-based wildfire protection plan approved by the Public 
Utilities Commission.  Shields electric utilities from civil liability 
for acts taken in accordance with a risk-based wildfire protection 
plan and failing to act in accordance with an item in the draft 
plan but removed by the Public Utilities Commission.  Shields 
the State, Public Utilities Commission, and its agents from 
liability for actions taken in the performance of their duties with 
respect to risk-based wildfire protection plans.
