Prohibits a landlord or the landlord's agent from charging an 
application fee for a criminal background check or credit report if 
an applicant provides a certified copy of a criminal background 
check or credit report.  Requires a landlord or the landlord's 
agent to provide, upon request, a certified copy of an applicant's 
criminal background check or credit report.

Amends the law governing interest and usury by defining "debt" 
to include any amount that a consumer agrees to pay under 
certain conditions; requiring "annual percentage rates" to be 
calculated pursuant to the Truth in Lending Act and requiring 
certain charges, amounts, and fees to be deemed as "finance 
charges" in its calculation; clarifying the types of expected 
sources of funds to be included in the term "credit"; and 
repealing the stand-alone definition of "finance charge".
