AGENDA
RELATING TO ALCOHOL. CPN
Expands the definition of "beer" under the liquor regulatory laws
to mean any alcoholic beverage containing no less than 0.5 per
cent alcohol by volume obtained by fermentation of any infusion
or decoction of malt or any substitute, including alcohol seltzer
beverages and excluding sake, cooler beverages, and other
distilled products. Authorizes brewpubs to sell beer they
manufacture, or beer manufactured on their premises, subject to
certain conditions. Effective 1/1/2025.

RELATING TO THE RIGHT TO GARDEN. CPN
Prohibits any articles of incorporation, declaration, bylaws,
administrative rules, house rules, or association documents of a
condominium property regime, planned community association,

or homeowners' association from prohibiting or restricting the

cultivation of vegetable gardens within any of its units.

RELATING TO THE PUBLIC UTILITIES COMMISSION. CPN
Requires the Public Utilities Commission to consider the

immediate and long-term creation of jobs in its review of electric

utility performance.

RELATING TO INSURANCE. CPN
Amends various sections of chapter 431, article 11, Hawaii

Revised Statutes to adopt revisions to the National Association

of Insurance Commissioners Model #440, Insurance Holding

Company System Regulatory Act.
