Authorizes the Department of Education to establish a recognition 

program to incentivize schools to submit to the Department a plan for 

the school to reach the local farm to school meal goal of thirty per cent 

of food served in the school to consist of locally sourced products by 

2030.  Requires public high schools under the Department of 

Education to provide plant-based meals as an option under the school 

meals program.

Therefore, due to time constraints, not all 

testifiers may be provided an opportunity to offer verbal comments.  However, written submissions will be considered by the 

committee. 

 

Please refrain from profanity or uncivil behavior.  Violations may result in ejection from the hearing without the ability to 

rejoin.
