Status 

RELATING TO RENEWABLE FUEL. 

Updates the Renewable Fuels Production Tax Credit to incentivize 

locally grown, produced, generated, or collected renewable fuel.  

Extends the credit period from ten consecutive years to an unspecified 

length of time.  Increases the total amount of tax credits allowed to an 

unspecified amount in any calendar year.  Takes effect 1/1/2060.

Authorizes independent generators of renewable energy to wheel the 

renewable electricity they produce to users of renewable energy under 

administrative rules established by the Public Utilities Commission, 

should the Public Utilities Commission determine that retail wheeling 

is in the public interest.  Requires the Public Utilities Commission to 

report to the Legislature.  Takes effect 1/1/2060.  (SD2)

The chair may institute a per-testifier time limit. 

 

Committees meeting in the morning must adjourn prior to the day's Floor Session.  Therefore, due to time constraints, not all 

testifiers may be provided an opportunity to offer verbal comments.  However, written submissions will be considered by the 

committee. 

 

Please refrain from profanity or uncivil behavior.  Violations may result in ejection from the hearing without the ability to 

rejoin. 

 

For remote testifiers, the House will not be responsible for bad connections on the testifier's end.
