Authorizes the Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation to search 

criminal histories and fingerprint records of current and prospective 

volunteers and purchase of service contracted and subcontracted 

service providers and their employees who are directly involved in 

providing correctional programs, treatment, and services to persons 

committed to a correctional facility or places them in close proximity 

to persons committed when providing services on behalf of the 

Department or the correctional facility.

RELATING TO HEALTH. 

Requires the Departments of Health, Human Services, and Education 

to research and make recommendations on any rules, policies, and 

amendments to the Medicaid State Plan or Medicaid 1915(c) Waiver 

that are necessary to ensure provision of clinically appropriate 

treatments and services for individuals twenty-six years of age or 

younger with autism spectrum disorder or fetal alcohol spectrum 

disorder are covered under certain Medicaid programs.  Appropriates 

funds.  Effective 7/1/3000.  (HD1)

Status 

RELATING TO SUMMER ELECTRONIC BENEFITS TRANSFER
