and determine the appropriate data center or hosting facility 
requirements.  Requires a report to the Legislature.  Extends the 
working group's dissolution date to 6/30/2028.

Requires the 
Department of Human Resources Development to provide state 
departments, divisions, and agencies the applications received 
for vacancies under certain circumstances.
