(HSCR1073)

RELATING TO CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES. 
Prohibits the sale or holding, offering, and distribution of hemp 
products that contain cannabinoids created through 
isomerization. Exempts medical cannabis dispensaries from the 
prohibition. Inserts the alternative name for Delta 6 cis or trans 
tetrahydrocannabinol, and their optical isomers into the list of 
schedule I controlled substances. Effective 6/30/3000. (HD2)

RELATING TO CRISIS SERVICES. 
Establishes a crisis intervention and diversion services program 
within the Department of Health to expand existing services to 
divert those with mental health issues to appropriate health care 
services. Defines "mental health emergency worker". 
Appropriates funds for the crisis intervention and diversion 
program. Effective 7/1/2024.

SB 3141 

Status & 
Testimony 

RELATING TO MENTAL HEALTH. 
Requires the Department of Health to track and publicly report 
certain data relating to crisis reports, emergency mental health 
transports, and court-ordered treatments. Requires the 
Department of Health to respond to reports about persons 
having severe mental illness who are in need of assistance, 
assess whether those persons may fulfill the criteria for assisted 
community treatment, and coordinate the process for an 
assisted community treatment order if indicated. Establishes 
that a court's denial of a petition for involuntary commitment 
shall serve as notification to the Department of Health that the 
person should be evaluated for assisted community treatment. 
Appropriates funds to the Department of Health for software and 
data collection and publication. Appropriates funds to the 
Department of Health for statewide education and training on 
policies related to emergency examination and hospitalization 
and assisted community treatment. Effective 7/1/2024.

SB 3142

RELATING TO WATER INFRASTRUCTURE. 
Authorizes the department of health to transfer federal 
capitalization grant funds between the Water Pollution Control 
Revolving Fund and the Drinking Water Treatment Revolving 
Loan Fund, in accordance with title 40 Code of Federal 
Regulations section 35.3530(c).
