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SB 3202, SD2 

(SSCR2951) 

Status 

RELATING TO URBAN DEVELOPMENT. 

Provides that for residentially zoned lots within an urban district each 

county shall allow for at least 2 additional dwelling units.  Establishes 

provisions by which a parcel zoned for residential use that is in the 

state urban land use district may or may not be prohibited from being 

subdivided, consolidated, or resubdivided.  Requires the counties to 

consider the square footage of a development when determining the 

development's proportionate share of public facility capital 

improvement costs.  Permits the appropriate board of water supply to 

calculate impact fees based on total number of fixtures when the public 

facility impacted is a water or sewage facility.  Effective 1/1/2026.

SB 2948, SD2 

(SSCR2964) 

Status 

RELATING TO HOUSING. 

Authorizes residential uses in areas zoned for commercial to be 

considered permitted as long as the residential use is limited by 

ordinance to floors above the ground floor of a building or structure 

and development standards are met.  Exempts areas zoned under the 

Hawaii Community Development Authority.  Requires each county to 

adopt ordinances that allow for adaptive reuse of existing commercial 

buildings in the county's building codes.  Requires counties to facilitate 

compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act when adopting an 

adaptive reuse building code ordinance.  Takes effect 1/1/2025.  (SD2) 
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DECISION MAKING TO FOLLOW 

 

Persons wishing to offer comments should submit testimony at least 24 hours prior to the hearing.  Testimony received after 

this time will be stamped late and left to the discretion of the chair to consider.  While every effort will be made to 

incorporate all testimony received, materials received on the day of the hearing or improperly identified or directed, may not 

be processed. 

 

Testimony submitted will be placed on the legislative website.  This public posting of testimony on the website should be 

considered when including personal information in your testimony. 

 

The chair may institute a per-testifier time limit. 

 

Committees meeting in the morning must adjourn prior to the day's Floor Session.  Therefore, due to time constraints, not all 

testifiers may be provided an opportunity to offer verbal comments.  However, written submissions will be considered by the 

committee. 

 

Please refrain from profanity or uncivil behavior.  Violations may result in ejection from the hearing without the ability to 

rejoin. 

 

For remote testifiers, the House will not be responsible for bad connections on the testifier's end.
