RELATING TO STATE TAX ADMINISTRATION.
Eliminates an obsolete fee for a certified copy of a tax
clearance. Adds a penalty for failure to comply with reporting
requirements under general excise tax law and transient
accommodations tax law for collection of rent by a third party.
Raises the unfair competition penalty under general excise tax
law to adjust for inflation.

PROPOSING AMENDMENTS TO ARTICLE VII, SECTIONS 12
AND 13, OF THE HAWAII CONSTITUTION TO EXPRESSLY
PROVIDE THAT THE LEGISLATURE MAY AUTHORIZE THE
COUNTIES TO ISSUE TAX INCREMENT BONDS AND TO
EXCLUDE TAX INCREMENT BONDS FROM
DETERMINATIONS OF THE FUNDED DEBT OF THE

Proposes amendments to the Constitution of the State of Hawaii
to expressly provide that the Legislature may authorize political
subdivisions, such as counties, to issue tax increment bonds,
and to exclude tax increment bonds in calculating the debt limit
of the political subdivisions.
