Authorizes a court to require
e personnel of legal entities to undergo training on trauma-
informed response.

necessary to adhere to the committee hearing schedule. We may not be able to accommodate everyone
who requests to testify orally.

o Testifiers for this hearing will be limited to 2 minutes each.
