RELATING TO THE DISCLOSURE OF PERSONAL 
INFORMATION ASSOCIATED WITH CERTAIN PUBLIC 
SERVANTS. 
Establishes within the State’s Address Confidentiality Program 
protection for public servants that prohibits upon written request 
from the public servant or representative any person or 
organization from disclosing certain personal information. 
Establishes the offense of unlawful publication of personal 
information that prohibits any person or organization from 
knowingly disclosing protected personal information of public 
officials with the intent to cause reputational harm, emotional 
injury, or bodily injury. Takes effect 9/1/2024. (Proposed SD1)

Requires certain solicitations that reference disasters to include 
a disclosure.  Deems violators guilty of a class C felony.  
Effective 7/1/3000.  (HD1)
