Requires the Task Force to

submit reports to the Legislature. (SD1)

RELATING TO MARIJUANA. JHA
Changes the minimum amount of marijuana necessary for a person to

commit the offense of promoting a detrimental drug in the second

degree from one ounce to thirty grams. Increases the amount of

marijuana a person may have for the offense of promoting a

detrimental drug in the third degree to be a violation from three grams

or less of marijuana to fifteen grams or less. (SD1)
